Sightseeing 
& Hikingacross Slovakia

Day 1
The capital of Bratislava – Bratislava sightseeing during the day and night.

Day 2
Banska Stiavnica (UNESCO list) – a historical mining city in central Slovakia, visit to the 
mine dating back to the 17th century,  and a guided walking tour in the Stiavnicke Vrchy 
mountains, in the evening: folk music programme.

Day 3
Admirable mountain village Vlkolinec (UNESCO list), chairlift to Chopok, and hiking in the 
Low Tatra mountains.

Day 4
Hiking in the amazing High Tatras, waterfalls and then the splendid historical city of 
Levoca – a gothic church complete with wooden altars.

Day 5
In the morning hiking in the Slovak Paradise mountains, in the afternoon highlights of the 
UNESCO list -  Spis castle, Slovak Vatikan - Spisska Kapitula, in the evening: a traditional
dinner in a shepherds cottage complete with local folk music.

Day 6
Transfer to the Mala Fatra mountains,with hiking in: canyons, waterfalls, and up ladders!

Day 7
A short stay in the world-famous Piestany spa – not only famous is Piestany mud but a 
wide range of other treatments are also available too.

Day 8
Departure (programme of the day shall be adjusted to the flight schedule).
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          PLEASE NOTE:
The scale of the hiking routes used here is on a scale of 1-5 grades. Grade’s 1-2 represent an 
easy walk with little or no climbing and descending, while grade’s 4-5 stands for heavy hiking, 
including climbing on rocks with the support of chains.  Grade 3 is an average hike or climb.

Day 1 
Arrival, Bratislava sightseeing (the historical centre, St. Martins dom, castle), dinner 
Bratislava is the capital of Slovakia, a nice historical city established in the 13th century, 
one of the most important of the old Hungarian empire, for more than 200 years being the 
capital; gothic church St Martin

’
s dom is the coronation place of  11 Hungarian kings and 

queens.
In the evening

 a dinner in one of Bratislava ’s finest restaurants in the historical centre 

where you can enjoy culinary specialities and great wine of the region.
Accommodation: 

Day 2 
Transfer to the city of Banska Stiavnica – a historical mining city in the centre of Slovakia
settled in a picturesque valley and on the slopes of Stiavnicke Vrchy mountains, being
interesting not only from the architectural point of view, but mainly due to its mining history
dating back many centuries ago.
An exciting trip will be a visit to the old mine - the oldest parts of which date back to the
17th century.
Guided walk in the mountains of Banska Stiavnica with nice views of the city in the valley
and surrounding hills…those with good eyes can even see the slopes of the Low Tatras.
(Hiking route not very demanding – grade 1-2).
In the evening: a local folk group will present a programme full of music, dancing and 
colours….you will surely enjoy it.
Accommodation: ***  hotel in the centre of  Banska Stiavnica
Day 3 
Through the Low Tatra mountains to an extraordinary mountain village Vlkolinec (listed on
UNESCO list of World Cultural and Natural Heritage) where architecture remains here
untouched by modern days. Though, it look likes a museum, it is not. This is a live village
where you can feel the history.
The bus will continue to the Low Tatras and takes us through the 20 km long Demänovska
valley to the lift station.  We will take a chairlift  and then hike to the chest of the Low 
Tatras. Lunch will be served at a cosy mountain chalet just under the Chopok peak 
(2024 m). After lunch the hike will continue on the chest and down to the Demänovska 
valley. The hike promises beautiful views on the both sides of the mountain range, valleys 
below and the peaks of High Tatras. (Difficulty: grade 3-3,5)
Accommodation: *** hotel in the Janska valley.

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Day 4 
Amazing, beautiful – and maybe sometimes scary are the mountains of the High Tatras… 
However, you do not have to be scared while hiking from Skalnate Pleso to Hrebienok 
(cabin lift to Skalnate Pleso). The wide path paved by rocks provides magnificent views, 
it takes you to well-known waterfalls. Along the way a short break comes in handy at the 
Reinerova chalet – fully rebuilt in the style of the original oldest chalet in the Slovak High 
Tatras. (Difficulty: grade 2,5-3) 
By bus further to Levoca – an old renesaince town with valuable architecture, known for 
Master Paul and his gothic wooden altars – the largest one in the world can be seen in 
the magnificent gothic St. Jacobs church.
Accommodation: *** hotel in the centre of Levoca 

Day 5 (Wednesday): Slovensky raj, Spissky hrad
In the morning – hiking in the picturesque Slovensky raj (Slovak paradise) mountain
range – peaceful woods but also canyons, rocky terraces ….just amazing. (Difficulty:
grade 3-3.5).
In the afternoon we will visit some other valuable historical localities (UNESCO list of
World Cultural and Natural Heritage) – Spis castle and it’s surroundings – the largest
castle ground in central Europe, Spisska Kapitula.
The traditional dinner of the region served in the shephards cottage will be
accompanied by a local musical folk group. Here you can hear the sound of
the Fujara – the most typical Slovak instrument listed on the UNESCO List of the 
Masterpieces of the Oral and Intangible Heritage.
Accommodation: *** hotel in the centre of Levoca 

Day 6 
Transfer to the Mala Fatra mountains – Terchova village – a place of birth of the Slovak
national hero Juro Janosik (a Slovak counterpart of Robin Hood).
Hiking in Mala Fatra - along the long valleys and deep canyons will certainly be a worth
while experience. (Difficulty: grade 3-3.5).
Accommodation: *** hotel in the  Mala Fatra mountains   

Day 7 (Friday): Piestany
Need pampering, relaxation and rest? After days of hiking definitely comes at hand….
A short but certainly worth while stay in the best known Slovak spa of Piestany. The 
water and mud in Piestany is rich in sulphur and is excellent especially for the treatment 
of the motoric system. Piestany mud is mentioned as early as the 16th century. 
Many important people visited and took treatments in Piestany, including Beethoven.
Accommodation: *** hotel in the centre of Piestany

Day 8 
Transfer to Bratislava, departure (the programme will be adjusted to the flight schedule).
